Timing Registration starts at approximately 19:15; entry to the building will be restricted 

before then.  
 

Transport 
 

Tube: Metropolitan Line Harrow-on-the-Hill Station is 5 minutes walk from the College 

entrance on Lowlands Road. Walk down the steps from the station along Station 

Approach towards Lowlands Road. Turn left and walk to the college entrance. 

Stewards will direct you to the Enterprise Centre at the back of the campus. 
 

Buses: Many buses stop at Harrow-on-the-Hill bus station very close to the 

Underground station. 
 

Parking:  Available on surrounding roads.  Harrow on the Hill Underground Station has 

104 parking spaces (£2.20). Limited disabled parking is available at Harrow 

College ONLY on production of a valid Blue Badge - first come, first served. 

 

Accessibility  There are stairs to most presenter sessions with one room on the ground floor. 

A manned lift is available for disabled participants only.   

 

Registration Takes place in Room E004 from 19:15.
